Dear People of God, 

 On Monday, a large group of men 

moved the stoves and the dishwasher back 

into the kitchen.  On Wednesday, July 18, the 

new refrigerator, new freezer and the 

stainless steel cupboards arrived. The finish-

ing touches to the kitchen project are coming to comple-

tion.  We will be re-waxing the dining room floor during 

this week, and then we will announce an open house so 

that all can come downstairs and see the new facility very 

soon. The floor ,ceiling and walls have been re-

done.  There are new ovens, new appliances and the cof-

fee urn is in a much safer placement than it was on the 

high counter out in the dining room. It releases steam and 

now that hot mist can be collected by the hood vent in the 

kitchen.  It can be more easily cleaned and the hot water 

poured down the sink without having to go through the 

dining room and the people in the kitchen. 

  At this point it looks like we have saved enough 

money on the kitchen project to also do the repairs and 

resurface coat on the parking lot around the school. If you 

know of anyone who would want to bid this project have 

them contact the parish office. 

  On Tuesday, July 17, 2018 The Bethlehem Inn 

Board met to discuss final touches on the policies. The job 

description for the Program Director for the Transitional 

Residence was finalized and will be placed in the paper 

and on-line. 

  The Bethlehem Inn Board announces the position 

for application as Program Director.

We intend at this point to open 

the residence in early September.

17, 2018, for the express purpose to discuss the bids for 

the drive-way replacement around the rectory/under the 

car-port on the North side of the church.  It is the current 

thought that the asphalt has not stood up to the heavy de-

livery trucks and that it may be long term more cost effec-

tive to remove the tar and put in concrete. Three bids 

were available at the time of the meeting. More on this in 

later bulletins.
